This morning, learn more about the Incas and their struggle against 
invading Spaniards on your Cusco CITY TOUR, with visits to the imposing 
CATHEDRAL and the SANTO DOMINGO MONASTERY.

This 
afternoon, visit the GALÁPAGOS DARWIN INTERPRETATION CENTER with your 
expert Naturalist and learn about ongoing conservation of the archipelago, its history, 
ecosystems, flora, and fauna. (B,L,D)

DAY 15 CRUISING: SAN CRISTOBAL ISLAND. 
Today, visit CERRO COLORADO TORTOISE RESERVE and learn about the island’s giant 
tortoise population and measures taken to help preserve and breed these endangered 
species. The centre includes a large corral, breeding centre, and interpretative trail, 
where it is possible to see different species of native and endemic plants as well as birds, 
such as the San Cristobal mockingbird, yellow warblers, many species of finch, and the 
Galápagos flycatcher. This afternoon, explore CERRO BRUJO, offering beautiful views of 
Kicker Rock and famous for being the first place Charles Darwin visited in the archipelago. 
Visit a lagoon, home to many migratory bird species, such as black-necked stilts, ruddy 
turnstones, whimbrels, and whitecheeked pintails. Also, enjoy snorkelling with the sea 

lions and other marine life. (B,L,D)

DAY 16 CRUISING: ESPAÑOLA ISLAND. 
Today, join your Naturalist for excursions to Gardner Bay and Punta Suárez on 
ESPAÑOLA ISLAND, one of the oldest islands in the archipelago. Here, you 
will see the famous blowhole, as well as unique sea bird colonies, including the 
waved albatrosses (Apr.-Dec.), Nazca and blue-footed boobies, and  
Darwin’s finches. (B,L,D)

DAY 17 CRUISING: FLOREANA ISLAND. 
Wake up at FLOREANA ISLAND and visit CORMORANT POINT to see a brackish 
lagoon, which usually holds one of the largest flamingo populations in the 
Galápagos. The trail continues to a beautiful white-sand beach, one of the most 
important nesting sites of Green Pacific sea turtles. Enjoy a chance to snorkel among 
sea turtles, reef fish, sea lions, and even white-tipped reef sharks. This afternoon, 
visit POST OFFICE BAY, named for the wooden barrel that served as an informal 
post office for sailors passing through. Here, you may also encounter Darwin’s 
finches, yellow warblers, and lava lizards, and take advantage of another chance for 
great snorkelling. (B,L,D)

DAY 18 CRUISING: SANTA CRUZ (DISEMBARKATION)–BALTRA–GUAYAQUIL. 
After breakfast, disembark and transfer to the CHARLES DARWIN RESEARCH 
STATION, where the Galápagos giant tortoise breeding program helps preserve 
the fragile Galápagos environment. Learn how eggs are brought from the nearby 
Galápagos Islands, incubated artificially until the galápaguitos (little turtles) are born 
and then at the age of five are returned to their native areas. Fly to Guayaquil. (B)

DAY 19 GUAYAQUIL. 
Your tour ends with breakfast this morning. (B)

Dating back to around  
100 AD, these pyramid-shaped tombs made 
from adobe hold many similarities to those 

found in Egypt. A visit to the SIPAN MUSEUM shows a reconstruction of the tombs as 
well as the artifacts found inside them. Visit the TUCUME PYRAMIDS, where ancient 
mythology and legend envelops these 26 adobe pyramids that once served as a 
ceremonial complex. Many natives still fear the site, known locally as “Purgatory.” (B,L)

DAY 13 CHICLAYO–TRUJILLO. 
En route to Trujillo, visit EL BRUJO, a stepped pyramid believed to be used for religious 
ceremonies between the 1st and 7th centuries. At the museum, learn about and see 
the artifacts found in the tombs. (B) 

DAY 14 TRUJILLO–LIMA. 
Visit the SUN & MOON PYRAMIDS, the largest Pre-Columbian structures  
in South America, and hear how and why human sacrifice was practiced here. 
Continue to CHAN CHAN, a well-planned metropolis and ancient capital of the Chimu 
Empire. This archaeological site is characterised by very tall walls, some of which are 
26 feet high, that enclose each of the 11 citadels. After lunch on Huanchaco Beach, 
transfer to the airport for your return flight to Lima. (B,L) 

DAY 15 LIMA.

During your visits to see the 
famous sites, including Los Cuernos, Lago Pehoe, and Salto Grande, you 
are guaranteed to get a glimpse of some of the park’s fauna, such as herds 
of guanacos, foxes, swans, and birds. Also stop at Lago Grey to see the 
imposing Grey Glacier, floating icebergs, and the beautiful views and rugged 
landscapes! Arrive at your hotel where you will be treated to an organic 
COCKTAIL DEMONSTRATION which includes a walk through the garden to 
pick the ingredients followed by a lesson to learn how to make popular drinks 
from the region. Dinner is at the hotel this evening. (B,L,D)

DAY 5 TORRES DEL PAINE NATIONAL PARK.

Upon arrival, ascend the mountainside to legendary MACHU PICCHU, the 
“Lost City of the Incas.” Your Local Guide will introduce this intact fortress 
with its temple remains, holy houses, and mile-long aqueduct, and will 
bring you closer to the mysteries still hidden in these amazing structures. 
Tonight, learn how to make the perfect Pisco Sour at a Peruvian cooking 
demonstration before your included dinner. (B,D)

DAY 12 MACHU PICCHU–CUSCO.
A morning at leisure in Machu Picchu allows you to wake up early to see 
the sunrise over MACHU PICCHU with your second included entrance 
to the ruins.

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Day 1 LIMA, PERU. Welcome to Lima, Peru. 
Heralded as the “City of Kings” by Spanish 
conquistadors, Lima retains vestiges of its 
opulent past with its colonial buildings and world-
class museums. 

Day 2 LIMA. Sightseeing today focuses 
on Lima’s colonial heritage. Founded in 
1535, Lima was once capital of Spain’s 
South American Empire.

Day 15 (Day 23 for Tour 1200) LIMA. Your holiday ends after breakfast this morning. (B)

Here, board the zodiacs for exploration of 
PIA GLACIER. Take a short hike to gain a panoramic view of the spectacular 
glacier, which extends from the mountaintops down to the sea. In the 
afternoon, drop anchor near GARIBALDI GLACIER to see one of only three 
glaciers in Patagonia that is gaining mass rather than staying the same or 
slowly shrinking. Hike through virgin Magellanic forest to a glacial waterfall, 
a towering wall of ferns and moss, and spectacular viewpoints looking down 
on the glacier and fjord. (B,L,D) 

DAY 7 Cruising: Agostini Sound, Águila Glacier & Condor Sound. Sail 
through the intricate channels of Tierra del Fuego to reach Cockburn 
Channel. At Agostini Sound, board Zodiac boats to explore ÁGUILA 
GLACIER, which hovers above a placid glacial lagoon surrounded by 
Patagonia’s sub-Antarctic rainforest. Walk around the edge of the lagoon 
near the base of the glacier and keep an eye out for the condors that can 
sometimes be seen here. Learn from your Naturalist about the formation 
of glaciers and their influence on the abrupt geography of the region’s 
channels. In the afternoon, cruise CONDOR SOUND via Zodiac and 
hopefully see some of the abundant Andean Condors in the area (B,L,D)

DAY 8 Cruising: Magellan Strait–Magdalena Island–Punta Arenas, 
Chile (Disembarkation). Cruise into the Strait of Magellan and anchor 
off MAGDALENA ISLAND where you will go ashore for a visit (weather 
permitting). Once an essential source of supplies for navigators and 
explorers, now this island is home to an immense colony of Magellanic 
penguins. During your walk, you’ll also see the lighthouse, which guides 
ships on their way through the Strait of Magellan.

WHAT SIZE CAN MY SUITCASE BE?
Due to limited motorcoach capacity, your bag should have dimensions not 
exceeding 76x53x28cm or 30”x21”x11” (62” linear dimensions) or weight 
exceeding 22 kg (50 lbs.) Carry-on bag dimensions should not exceed 
30x28x14cm or 12”x11”x6”. We are unable to accept a second suitcase 
or any luggage exceeding these limits. Some holidays may have other 
restrictions, which will be noted in your Travel Documents.

Please note that air carriers, cruise lines, and other forms of transportation 
may have other restrictions and requirements, including weight, and we 
recommend that you contact the suppliers directly for additional information. 
Some airlines also charge fees for checked baggage, and these fees are 
not included in the holiday or airfare package price.

There 
are no refunds for failure to provide documentation 
or failure to provide documentation by the time 
required.

48. 	�We will use your personal data secured during your 
booking or during online check-in to process your 
booking with our suppliers. These details include 
your full name, address, date of birth, passport 
number and expiration date, occupation, credit/
debit card information, and any disability, medical 
conditions, or dietary restrictions disclosed to The 
Company for you and all in your travelling party.

49. 	�It may be necessary to transfer these details to other 
countries or authorities whose data protection and 
privacy laws may be different than ours.

52. 	�The Company assumes no liability for any loss, 

damage, or entry of any nature in whole or in part 
resulting from an Act of God or any other force 
majeure condition, including without limitation: 
fire, volcanic eruption, environmental pollution or 
contamination, inclement weather, earthquake, 
low or high water levels, flood, water or power 
shortages or failures, tropical storms or hurricanes, 
riots or civil commissions or disturbances, and any 
other acts of a similar nature, sabotage, arrests, 
strikes or labour disruptions, restraint of rulers or 
peoples, expropriations, acts of terrorism, war, 
insurrection, quarantine restrictions, government 
health advisories or warnings or alerts of any kind of 
nature, government seizures, refusal or cancellation 
or suspension or delay of any government authority 
or any license, permit or authorisation, damages to 
its facilities or the travel supplier and its facilities, or 
any other unforeseen circumstances or any other 
factors unforeseen by The Company that impacts 
negatively on, or hampers, its ability to fulfil any of its 
contractual conditions.

Cruise Director and Driver or if they are already 
included in the price of the holiday, this will be 
detailed within your Tour/ Cruise Member Certificate 
and vouchers will be included within your Tour 
Documentation. Please note that included gratuities 
for Globus cover wait staff at included meals, 
hospitality staff at hotels for nights purchased 
through Globus, porterage at hotels for one suitcase 
per person, the cruise director, crew, local guides 
and local drivers and the cruise portion only; prepaid 
gratuities cover only the land portion operated 
by The Company of the tour itinerary. Where The 
Company sources other leading operators for 
cruising or rail elements of your holiday, the option to 
prepay local gratuities is not available.

HOLIDAYS & SPECIAL EVENTS
56. 	�During local or national holidays or special events, 

peak seasons, on Sundays, and during religious 
occasions, certain facilities such as museums, 
churches, restaurants, sightseeing tours, hotels, and 
shopping may be limited or not available. Alternatives 
will be offered whenever possible. The Company 
cannot be held responsible for any closures, 
necessary itinerary changes, or curtails for any 
reason.

57. 	�Christmas markets generally open in late November 
and close around the third week of December. 

HOTELS ACCOMMODATIONS & TRANSPORTATION
58. 	�The hotels listed on the website or in the brochure 

are intended to be used on all departures; however, 
hotels are not guaranteed. The Company reserves 
the right to substitute other hotels than those 
listed on the itinerary pages. If a change becomes 
necessary for any reason, including alternate hotels 
for additional departures on the same date, or hotel 
location changes within or outside itinerary cities, the 
hotel substituted will be of equivalent quality to those 
shown. No refunds are provided for hotel changes; 
full cancellation penalties, as noted above, apply.

59. 	�The Company contracts twin-bedded rooms. 
Double-bedded rooms may be requested, but are 
never guaranteed. Triple rooms are the same size as 
twin-bedded rooms and are at the discretion of the 
hotel. Triple rooms will have beds to accommodate 
three people, but three separate beds cannot be 
guaranteed. If there are only two beds, a roll-away 
may be requested but cannot be guaranteed.

(including but not limited to trains, cruises, ferries, 
motorcoaches, hotels, and restaurants) providing 
services are independent contractors and are not 
agents, employees, servants, or joint venturers 
of The Company or its affiliates. From time-to-
time, and for the purpose of identifying those 
independent third-party suppliers of services as the 
provider of a component or part of a Globus tour, 
cruise or package, some or all of those entities may 
utilise the name “Globus” on promotional media, 
signage, or attire. Although you may see the name 
“Globus” on vehicles, signs, apparel, or elsewhere 
during your cruise, tour, or excursion, its use by 
third-party suppliers is solely for the purpose of 
identification and does not represent or signify in 
any way ownership, management, supervision, 
or control by The Company of services that are 
provided by independent third party suppliers or 
of the employees, servants, or agents of the third-
party suppliers. All certificates and other Travel 
Documents for services issued by The Company are 
subject to the Terms & Conditions specified by the 
supplier, which are available upon request, and to 
the laws of the countries in which the services are 
supplied.

110. 	�The international carriage of passengers is subject 
to international conventions and treaties. These 
international conventions and treaties limit and, 
in some events, exclude the carrier’s liability to 
travellers. Where any claim or part of a claim 
(including those involving death or personal injury) 
concerns or involves any travel arrangements 
(including the process of getting on or off the 
transport concerned) provided by any air, sea, 
inland waterways, rail, or road carrier or any stay 
in a hotel, The Company’s maximum liability is the 
maximum which would be payable by the carrier or 
the hotel keeper concerned under the applicable 
international convention or treaty applicable to 
the travel arrangements or hotel stay. International 
conventions and treaties that may apply include: the

112. 	�After departure, if the services included in the 
holiday cannot be supplied, or there are changes 
in an itinerary for reasons beyond the control of 
The Company, The Company will arrange for the 
provision of comparable services wherever possible.

115. 	�The Company excludes all liability including 
liability for any loss, damage, costs and expenses 
whatsoever (including personal injury, death, and 
property loss) that may arise in connection with or 
arising out of your holiday and liability under implied 
conditions, and warranties and guarantees except 
any guarantees, the exclusion of which would cause 
this Clause to be void, such guarantees being 
referred to in these conditions as “non-excludable 
guarantees”.

116. 	�The Company limits its liability to you for breach 
of any nonexcludable guarantees to the supplying 
of the service again or the payment of the cost of 
having the service supplied again, as determined by 
The Company.

On cruise 
ships, smoking is restricted to certain areas of the 
vessel. Smoking includes cigarettes, e-cigarettes, 
cigars, e-cigars or any other smoking device.

90. 	�Many hotels, restaurants, and other venues are 
smoke-free or have non-smoking regulations in 
public spaces. Smoking may be restricted to certain 
areas or not allowed. You are responsible to abide by 
all third-party smoking policies.

91. 	�Hotels may impose a 100% non-smoking policy. 
If you require a smoking room, a request may be 
submitted, but we cannot guarantee availability.

92. 	�Any carriage or possession of illegal drugs will result 
in immediate termination of the holiday. You are 
responsible for knowing and observing the licensing 
laws for drug possession for all countries and states 
you are visiting. Repatriation is at your expense.

TOUR CANCELLATIONS
93. 	�The Company reserves the right to cancel or 

reschedule any holiday departure for any reason, 
including insufficient demand or force majeure (see 
section 51 above). If a holiday is cancelled prior to 
departure, The Company’ only responsibility will be 
to refund the amount received for the reservation. 
The Company will try to rebook the same holiday 
with a different departure date, or a similar holiday, 
but there is no guarantee of availability of offering. 
For air inclusive holidays, The Company will try to 
confirm air schedules for the selected new dates, 
subject to availability. The Company cannot assume 
responsibility for any additional costs or any fees 
relating to the issuance and/or cancellation of air 
tickets or other travel arrangements not made 
through The Company.

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS
95. 	�Travel Documents, including e-ticket itineraries, are 

available approximately four weeks prior to departure 
provided full payment, emergency contact details, 
travel insurance information and passport information 
have been received, and passengers have 
acknowledged the Globus family of brands Terms 
and Conditions, via their customer MyAccount. A 

service charge will be applied where multiple copies 
of documentation are requested. Alternatively, 
e-documentation may be issued.

TRAVELLING WITH CHILDREN
96. 	�Due to heightened security, many countries

98. 	�If we are not notified at time of reservation of any 
disability requiring special attention, The Company 
reserves the right to cancel your booking or 
terminate your holiday if your special needs or 
disabilities are not suitable for the holiday, pose a 
threat to the health and safety of other participants 
or personnel on board the vessel, are incompatible 
with other passengers, or if you are not travelling with 
a companion who provides all the assistance you 
require. The Company will not refund or cover any 
costs or expenses incurred for cancellation, booking, 
or termination of the holiday. Cancellation penalties, 
as above, apply.

99. 	�Not all sightseeing stops/sites accommodate 
wheelchairs, and some locations and sightseeing 
activities require extensive standing, sitting, or 
walking—sometimes on unpaved or cobblestone 
streets. The Company will not refund or cover any 
cost or expense incurred for any missed activities 
due to a participant’s inability to fully participate with 
the group. Most transportation services, including 
the touring motorcoaches and cruise ships, are not 
equipped with wheelchair ramps. Although some of 
our ships have elevators, many of our small ships 
do not.

Arrangements cannot be made to carry or use 
these on tour or cruise and if you bring one, you 
will be asked to make alternate arrangements for 
transporting the scooter to your end destination at 
your expense.

101. 	�Dietary requests and preferences must be provided 
to The Company at the time of booking. Generally, 
special dietary or meal requests cannot be 
processed and are subject to availability at the hotel 
or venue. There  is no guarantee of availability, and 
there may be an additional charge associated with 
such request, which is payable by you at time of 
service.

HOLIDAY ACCEPTANCE
102. 	�Acceptance on the holiday is subject to presentation 

of your Tour/Cruise Member Certificate, which 
details the services you have purchased from The 
Company and which will be available in your final 
Travel Documents.

VISAS & PASSPORTS
103. 	�It is your responsibility to verify all visa and 

passport requirements necessary for your holiday. 
You are responsible for obtaining independently 
and paying for all visas and entry documents, for 
meeting all health and other requirements, and for 
any documents required by the laws, regulations, 
orders, and/or requirements of the countries you will 
visit. The Company cannot accept liability for any 
passenger refused entry on any transport or into 
any country due to failure of the passenger to carry 
correct documentation or adhere to specific entry 
and exit requirements.

104. 	�You must have a passport to travel internationally. 
Most countries require that the passport be valid 
for at least six (6) months beyond the conclusion of 
your trip. It is recommended you have a minimum of 
three blank pages in your passport when travelling. 
Multiple-entry visas are required for some holidays. 
The process of obtaining a visa and/or passport can 
take up to three months or more.

WAIVERS
105. 	�During the course of your cruise, tour, or excursion, 

you may encounter the opportunity to participate in 
additional, optional activities that are provided by 
independent third-party suppliers. The suppliers of 
those optional services may render those services 
subject to separate and additional terms and 
conditions, or may require you to execute additional 
documents, waivers, or releases. It is understood 
that any assumptions of liability, waivers, or releases 
that are part of the suppliers’ terms and conditions 
or that are required by those independent suppliers 
will also inure to the benefit of Circuit Travel Pty 
Ltd, Avalon Waterways, Globus, Cosmos and 
Monograms.

The SafetyNet Transfer Protection* enables Globus passengers 
to amend their tour up to 24 hours prior to the commencement of 
services to another tour departing in 2020, (once only) without any 
applicable cancellation charges or penalties. OR you can utilise The 
SafetyNet Cancellation Protection* which enables Globus passengers 
to cancel their tour in full – up to 30 days prior to the commencement 
of services in 2020, without any applicable cancellation charges or 
penalties.

*CONDITIONS OF THE SAFETYNET PROTECTION POLICY
